This general learning concentration
includes both classroom and clinical instruction, with focus on the areas of abdomen,
obstetrics and gynecology, and superficial structures. Graduates are eligible to sit for
national certification in general sonographic learning concentrations and may seek
employment in a wide range of settings such as hospitals, clinics, and doctors’ offices.
Other opportunities are available in veterinary medicine, sales, and mobile services.

Wilmington University's bachelor's degree completion program in Allied Health is for
Allied Health practitioners who have earned an associate degree with an Allied Health
concentration. The Allied Health Education concentration is for those professionals
who wish to teach the next generation of Allied Health practitioners. The program
enables practitioners to transfer most, if not all, of their credits from their initial
education.
