In view of the steadily increasing numbers of dual career families and employed single
parents, providing for the education and care of young children has become a national
priority. By preparing for a career in early childhood development through professional
training, you will play an important role in the delivery of quality childrengs programs.
The Education (O -K) Option program was developed jointly by Delaware Tech faculty and
upper level colleges and universities to allow you to transfer the credits earned from your
associate degree to a bachelorcs degree program.

Get in, Get smart, Get going. . .

You can enroll in the Early Childhood Education (O-K) Option Technology Program on either a full-time
or part-time basis. The length of time required to complete an associate degree depends on the number of
courses you take each semester. Some students may need refresher courses at the basic or pre-tech level,

others may receive transfer credit or credit for prior learning.

Delaware Tech operates on a semester system with new sessions beginning in late August and mid-January
plus summer sessions beginning at the end of May and in mid-June. You can start taking courses any
semester or summer session; however, all technical courses may not be offered every session. Counselors
and advisors are available to help you schedule your courses.

TECHNICAL COURSES
Contemporary Issues in E.C.E. covers various curricu-
lum models in early childhood education programs.

Infant & Toddler Methods introduces programs
designed for infants and toddlers, emphasizing child and
caregiver interaction, developmentally appropriate prac-
tice for infants and toddlers, and managing programs in
centers and in family day care homes.

Infant & Toddler Methods (Lab) accompanies Infant &
Toddler Methods course with emphasis on developmen-
tally appropriate activities for infants and toddlers.

Early Childhood Methods I introduces language arts,
social studies, and math programs suitable for use with
children.

Early Childhood Methods I (Lab) utilizes hands-on
experience and will develop plans for implementing
programs.

Childhood Nutrition & Safety covers nutrition, health,
and safety needs for normal growth and development
during early childhood.

Early Childhood Methods 11 acquaints students with art,
music and motor skills areas of the curriculum, while
developing activities and approaches in these areas
emphasizing the childgs participation.

Early Childhood Methods 11 (Lab) provides hands-on
experience while developing plans for implementing
programs.

Childhood Classroom Management focuses on
structuring the early childhood classroom and school day
while exploring various approaches to classroom
management.

Exceptional Child covers the psychological, medical,
and sociological aspects of exceptionality with major
emphasis on appropriate methods and practices in Early
Childhood programs.

Parent, Teacher & Community Interaction stresses the
importance of the parent-teacher-community relationship
and explores tehniques of increasing parental involve-
ment in the school program.

Assessment of Young Children introduces child assess-
ment techniques and examines screening and assessment
instruments and methods.

Field Work (Teaching Practicum) enables the student,
under the supervision of an experienced teacher, to par-
ticipate on a daily basis in a school classroom.

TO APPLY FOR ADMISSION

1. Obtain an admission application by calling (302) 888-
5288. Admission applications are also available online
at www.dtcc.edu/prospective. Complete and return the
application to the Wilmington Campus with a $10 fee.

2. Request that your high school and/or college
transcripts be sent to the Admissions Office.

3. Arrange to take the Computerized Placement Test
(CPT) unless you have already completed college-level
Math and English courses with a &Ca grade or better.
The CPT is administered by the Admissions Office
(302) 454-3954 and is used to determine appropriate
course placement.

4. Meet with a Delaware Tech counselor to discuss your
CPT results and select your course schedule.

5. Remember to apply and register early for the best
selection of courses.
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
