OLD BUSINESS:
Alumni Board Scholarships:  A letter is being drafted to notify Allen Price that he did not meet the eligibility criteria for the Alumni Board Scholarship.  The spring Alumni Newsletter will request applications for the scholarships that will be awarded for the Fall 2009-1 semester.  The deadline for submitting these applications will be April 15, 2008 to enable the BOD to recommend eligible candidates by May, 2008.  Dawn will call Kathy Butler to find out how to advertise the availability of these scholarships on the Stanton & Wilmington Campus electronic bulletin boards.
Alumni Newsletter:  The December 2007 Alumni Newsletter is being developed.  Sharon requested a “Delaware Tech Story” be written and Bob Foraker (a 1980 graduate of Delaware Tech) offered to write his story for the upcoming newsletter.

Website:  Dawn will email Mary Jane Arden copies of the September & October Alumni BOD minutes for placement on the Website.  Bob suggested the college have a central “Delaware Tech Alumni” page that would include general announcements and links to the three campus Alumni Association’s websites.
