Call to order was at 1850.
Minutes: Minutes from the June 14, 2007 meeting were reviewed & approved.  
Dr. Ridgley, Associate Vice President for Institutional Advancement for Delaware Tech, joined the meeting to update the committee on College support of the Alumni Board.  Presently the College is:

· Working on a template for a Delaware Tech Alumni pin.  Dr. Ridgley presented the Board with 3 example templates and the Board chose one.  

· The Office for Institutional Advancement has developed a database of Delaware Tech Alumni (over 26,000 state wide) and will make this database available to the Alumni Boards from all 3 campuses.  The college defines an alumni as someone who has earned an Associates Degree or Diploma at Delaware Tech.  Along with addresses the database also has over 4000 email addresses.  

· The Alumni & Friends website now supports on-line donations with the use of a credit card.
· The Office for Institutional Advancement is also working to standardize the Alumni & Friend Websites for all three campuses.  Suggested additions to these websites is the ability to submit Transcript requests, Alumni membership applications, job placement assistance, etc.  The Board also suggested that following graduation on each  campus the names of the graduates could be listed on the Alumni & Friends website along with a congratulatory message.

 Treasurer’s Report:  Theresa reviewed the reports from May through August.

Old Business:
Alumni Board Scholarships:  Two applications were received and reviewed by the Board.  One applicant did not meet the scholarship criteria (the applicant is the “nephew” of an alumni) and was denied.   The second applicant did meet the criteria and after reviewing the application the Board voted to grant one $1000 scholarship to Garan Callaway.  Don will notify both applicants following approval from the Campus Director’s office.  The Board also discussed receiving applications from students who may want to attend our sister campuses and it was decided that preference would be given to Stanton/Wilmington students but scholarships could be awarded to students who choose to attend the Terry or Owens campuses.  The Board also discussed means of increasing the awareness of the availability of the Alumni Scholarships, such as notification on the electronic message board in the lobby of each campus, Dawn will contact Kathy Butler to explore this option.  The scholarship application form is in the process of being revised to include student permission to access their Transcripts.
Alumni Newsletter: Jim will write an article for the upcoming Newsletter which should go out to Alumni by the beginning of December.  Other articles include:  a letter from the Campus Director; information on the scholarship recipient; article remembering one of the Delaware Tech Distinguished Alumni, Naomi Winchester, who passed away this past summer; and information on the upcoming Mardi Gras 2008. 
Alumni BOD Members:  The Board discussed the means of increasing the BOD by two members, Tuck will continue to explore possible candidates. 
Fund Raising:  Ideas were discussed for fund-raising vendor tables at Graduation to sell Alumni products (shirts, mugs, key-chains).
Mentoring:  Dawn will meet and work with Lou Vangieri (Peer Associates) to begin to develop and Alumni Mentoring program.
Website:  Tuck provided the Board with copies of what is presently on the Stanton/Wilmington Alumni & Friends Website.  The BOD minutes will be typed by Dawn & then emailed to the Board members, Larry Miller, and Connie Winner for approval.  Upon approval Dawn will email the minutes to Mary Jane Arden for placement on the Website.
