Much of the 

children’s day is focused on 

reading or reading readiness 

skills. So here are a few tips 

for you to use at home to ex-

tend the importance of read-

ing. 

 Remember, learning begins 

at birth.  Sing songs, tell 

your baby nursery rhymes 

and read to your child.  Be-
gin as soon as your baby is 

born. 

 Set aside special times each 
day to read to your child, 

such as nap, bedtime, or af-

ter meals. 

 Select a place that is cozy, 

quiet and away from distrac-

tions.  Then cuddle together 

with a good book! 

 Read your child’s favorite 

book over and over!   
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 Model all kinds of 

reading with your 

child.  Let him/her see 

you read the newspa-

per, magazines, reci-

pes, etc.  Comment on 

what you are reading 

so they can see that 

rereading has many 

purposes. 

 Children t reasure 

books of their own.  

Provide your child 

with a space for 

his/her books.  They 

can be picked up 

cheaply at yard sales 

and thrift shops. 

 Take advantage of the 

local library.  A library 

card is a free invest-

ment in your child’s 

future!! 

 Don’t forget about the 

CDC lending Li-

brary!!! 

     Children learn best 

through repetition. 

 Choose books that inter-
est your child or relate to 

what’s happening in 

his/her life.  Reading 
about a new experience 

helps make children feel 

more comfortable. 

 Allow your child to 

touch books, point to 

words pictures  and turn 

pages. 

 Read to and with chil-

dren… don’t expect 

them to read.  If they 
want to chime in on a 

word now and then, it’s 

a bonus, but don’t create 
any pressure around the 

time you spend reading 

together.  Read at a lei-
surely pace with pauses 

here and there.    This 

gives children time to 

take in what they hear.
