Dec 1st: 1955-Rosa Parks refuses to sit in the back of the bus 1889-The
Ilinois legislature enacted the Illinois Juvenile Court Act, creating the first
separate juvenile court

Dec 2nd: 1985-John Gotti takes control of the Gambino crime family

Dec 3rd: 1906-The U.S. Supreme Court orders Industrial Workers of the
World leaders extradited to Idaho for trial in the Steunenberg murder case

Dec 4th: 1992-Kathleen Hawk Sawyer is appointed as the first female
Director of the Federal Bureau of Prisons.

Dec 5th: 1933-The 21st Amendment is passed, repealing prohibition

Dec 6th: 1862-President Abraham Lincoln orders the hanging of 39 of the
303 convicted Indians who participated in the Sioux Uprising

Dec 7th: 1993-Colin Ferguson opens fire on a Long Island Railroad
commuter train from NYC, killing 6 and injuring 19. Passengers stop the
perpetrator by tackling and holding him down.

Dec 8th: 1969-At the Rolling Stones concert at Altamont Speedway in CA,

Dec 10th: 1869-John Campbell, Governor of the Wyoming Territory,
approved the first law in U.S. history that explicitly granted women the
right to vote

Dec 11th: 1964-Frank Sinatra, Jr., is returned to his parents after being
kidnapped for the ransom amount of $240,000

Dec 12th: 1997-Michael Carneal, age 14, is indicted as an adult on three
counts murder and five counts of attempted murder for the shooting of his
classmates in West Paducah, KY

Dec 13th: 1920-The League of Nations establishes the International Court
of Justice in The Hague

Dec 14th: 2000-American businessman Edmond Pope is released from a
Russian prison for humanitarian reasons. Pope had been sentenced to 20
years following espionage charges
